Frequently Asked Questions

Question:   Since the final RFP indicates a single submission date for the proposal of 16 April 04, please let me know if in fact all elements of the proposal are due on 16 April 04 as I infer from Section A.

Answer:  The final RFP was released on the webpage on 17 March 2004. 

· The Executive Summary letter for the RFP, dated 17 March 2004, states at paragraph 12: “Your proposal must arrive at the address called out on the DD Form 1707, ‘Information for Offerors or Quoters’ and in conformance with the due dates set forth on that form. Your past performance volume is requested not later than sixteen (16) days after the date of the RFP release.”  

· The DD Form 1707, “Information for Offerors or Quoters”, at block 3 states that responses are due by 16 April 2004, 4:00 MDT .  Note that block 7 states: “Please note that  Past Performance Volume is due to be received at the address shown above, not later than sixteen (16) days following the date of release of  the Request For Proposal (RFP).”  

· Section L, “Instructions, Conditions and Notices to Offerors,” at Paragraph 2.5, entitled “Distribution”, includes the following: “The deadline for the Government’s receipt of proposal is found on the DD Form 1707, Block 3, in Section A of this RFP. Earlier submittal of Volume IV, Past Performance, is indicated in Block 7 of the DD Form 1707.”  

· Section L, “Instructions, Conditions and Notices to Offerors,” at Paragraph 6.1, entitled “Early Past Performance Volume Submittal”, includes the following: “Offerors are requested to submit Past Performance Volume sixteen (16) days after release of the RFP. Failure to submit early proposal information will not result in offeror disqualification.”
